Installation

« |f there is a ceiling tile in position then ensure that it is removed (See Fig. 1).

« Wire LED driver as shown below and connect driver cable to panel using push & twist connector (See Fig. 2)
« Refit the cover on the LED driver.

* Place panel fitting into the ceiling. Ensure that the fitting is sitting properly on the T bar of the suspended ceiling
and is not fouling any of the supporting bars (See Fig. 3).

Wiring

Having correctly identified the wiring from your existing
light fitting, pull the mains wire through the hole and
connect to the connection block inside the LED driver

in the following way:

Ensure outer cable insulation
is clamped inside LED driver
to ensure product is double

insulated
